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Abstract

picture today is structured predominantly by the modern media, while most globalizing trends are
becoming less and less manageable.

Results
Modern-day management of educational
systems all too often retains its directive

character. However, during the times of major
tectonic shifts in education regarding its ability to
transmit the basic values of human socialization,
it becomes not entirely clear what role universities
presently play in society and what are the real
areas of their influence.

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forgetting of presence, some of the "special
effects” produced today by the most advanced
communication technologies may turn out to be
instrumental in reawakening a desire for
presence*?,

The question that remains open to
discussion is how the cognitive act of knowing the
world connects perception and analytics, sensory
and thought processes. The question is whether
we have entered some qualitatively new level in
the life-cycle of higher education, which requires
from us a qualitatively new strategy. A series of
concrete research projects conducted more than
half a century ago have identified the pragmatical
accentuation of education as well as its exclusive
positioning of itself as the locality of knowledge
production. While the motivational meaning of
such an approach towards modernizing
educational models seems self-evident, we still
have to grasp fully how the mechanism of
anticipated changes functions and how the
capacity for predicting the associated systemic
risks can be developed.

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“value is less a philosophical problem than an
accounting problem* [3, p. 108].

Not applicable to a formal system, the
concepts of intuition and insight qualitatively
demarcate the human consciousness that is
capable to carry out conclusions in the absence of
complete information.

However,
these advantages are overshadowed by losing the
effect of human presence in the world, the very
presence that is created by the reality of
interpersonal communication in a physically real
space.

Models that are pragmatically focused on
cost-effectiveness and efficiency, lose all
universal valuation criteria. This potentially paves
way to a systemic crisis of cultural increment that
is embodied in the narrowing down of the limits
of human activity, as well as in possibilities to
manifest personal initiative. The teleological
goal-setting of educational models and systems
remains a discussion arena with no definitive and
unambiguous solutions for practical
implementation.
