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Abstract

Introduction. The urgent transition to distance learning all over the world during COVID-19
pandemic disclosed the problems of assessing the quality of the educational process, including the
effectiveness of its organization, the availability of information for students and the peculiarities of
supporting students in the process of knowledge acquisition. The purpose of this article is to summarize
the problems that arose as part of the urgent transition to remote instruction experienced by education
stakeholders: schoolchildren, teachers, schoolchildren’s parents, undergraduate and postgraduate
students.

Materials and Methods. In order to obtain empirical data, questionnaires were created for each
group of education stakeholders, which were submitted in Google forms and posted online. Responses
were received from 307 parents, 114 schoolchildren, 175 undergraduate students, 54 postgraduate
students and 14 secondary school teachers from different regions of the Russian Federation. The sample
consisted of 664 people.

Results. The study revealed a range of problems that arose in the process of an urgent transition
to distance learning for different education stakeholders. The schoolchildren were technically the worst
off, 35% of whom studied using smartphones and tablets, and 36% shared a gadget with another family
member. At the same time, students generally had a positive attitude towards distance learning. The
greatest psychological problems were found in parents and teachers. Parents were forced to fulfill the
duties of teachers for their children, with many complaining that this process was time consuming.
Teachers also noted that they simultaneously played two roles in the process of distance learning: a
teacher and a parent. Both parents and teachers described burnout symptoms as a result of participating
in an activity that was unusual for them.

Conclusions. The study identified 4 types of problems faced by education stakeholders: technical,
interpersonal, individual and existential. The students, despite the obvious organizational and technical
problems, did not experience a negative attitude towards the distance learning process, perhaps because
the whole burden of responsibility for learning outcomes fell on adults. A significant individual problem
faced by teachers was role confusion, which led to burnout. It has been suggested that the reason
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for the existential problems seen in most adults is not due to distance learning but to unresolved family
issues brought to light by distance learning.

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The relationship between personality traits of education students
and the degree of their Internet addiction

Abstract

Introduction. The article deals with the problem of identifying predictors of the formation of
digital addiction in future teachers. The purpose of the article is to examine the factors underlying the
formation of Internet addiction, as well as to substantiate and identify the relationship between
personality traits and the degree of digital dependence among students of a pedagogical university.

Materials and Methods. The study is based on the scientific works by leading experts representing
various aspects of digital addiction (S. Chen, S.D. Neverkovich, K. Kawabe, O. Zahiruddin,
A. K. Gudboy, etc.). The ‘Internet Addiction Scale’ developed by S. Chen was used in order to identify
signs of addictive behavior in the Internet space: the desire to be constantly online, a state of frustration
when unable to use the Internet, an increase in the amount of time spent online, physiological signs of
deterioration of health after a long time on the Internet, difficulties with time management. In order to
study the ‘light’ personal characteristics, the ‘Light Triad Scale’ by S. B. Kaufman was used, which
allowed to identify positive personality qualities including Kantianism, humanism and faith in humanity.
The ‘Short Questionnaire of the Dark Triad’ by D. Polhus and K. Williams was used as a diagnostic
tool for studying ‘dark’ personality characteristics (narcissism, Machiavellianism and psychopathy).
The study involved 47 undergraduates majoring in Education aged between 19 and 20 years.

Results. The results of the study showed that the majority of students demonstrated the symptoms
of pronounced Internet addiction and a tendency to excessive use of digital devices. According to the
results of the empirical study, the authors revealed a correlation between the high level of digital
addiction and some parameters of personal characteristics (manipulation of people, cynicism,
deceitfulness, a reduced level of empathy, low social anxiety, a tendency to impulsive behavior). At the
same time, a low level of digital addiction correlates to a pronounced respectful attitude towards people
as individuals.

Conclusions. The article concludes that the formation of Internet addiction among Education
students is determined by peculiarities of virtual space and emotional and communicative factors.
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The study revealed a statistically significant relationship between the indicators of digital
dependence and some parameters of personality traits.

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Principles of the ecosystem approach:
Possibilities for modeling educational ecosystems

Abstract

Introduction. The article reveals the problem of applying the ecosystem approach for the
transformation of education in the face of current global socio-economic and technological challenges.

The aim of the article is to identify and summarize the principles of the ecosystem approach to
education, to justify the possibilities of their application for modeling the national education system.

Materials and Methods. The methodological basis of the study includes systematic approach,
socio-environmental approach, comparative analysis and thematic content analysis. In order to
achieve the purpose of the research, an analytical review has been conducted in a comparative context:
more than 60 full-text sources revealing the features of the ecosystem approach have been studied using
the method of qualitative thematic content analysis. The comparative analysis made it possible to
identify and clarify different points of view on the ecosystem approach and the prospects for its
implementation in modern education. At first, the article examines the operating conditions of
ecosystems. The authors have identified and described their key principles in business and
entrepreneurship. In the second phase, the logical and methodological method of extrapolation has
allowed the authors to implement these principles to education. A conceptual architecture of the
educational ecosystem has been designed based on modeling method.

Results. The authors have identified the key principles of social ecosystems functioning in
business and entrepreneurship, substantiated the possibility of their application to the education sector.
The authors have outlined and revealed six fundamental ecosystem principles in their entirety and
systematic coherence: customer focus, configuration among participants’ relations, regulation and
management, environmental influence, digital technologies and online platforms, symbiosis and co-
evolution of participants. These principles have formed the basis for the conceptual architecture of the
educational ecosystem. This meaningful mental model explicates inner meanings of ecosystem
connections in education. It represents key features, new nature and configuration of relationships
among dissimilar participants and stakeholders, such as formal and non-formal education, the state,
the innovative business and the non-profit sector.
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Based on the analytical review and the comparative analysis of international and Russian
sources, the authors have substantiated theoretical and practical potential, advantages and limitations
of the ecosystem approach to education, as well as designed the model of the educational ecosystem.

Conclusions. In conclusion, the authors summarize the identified fundamental principles of
educational ecosystems; justify the possibilities of their application for the organizational, technological
and content transformation of the national education system.

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Educational space as a historical and philosophical phenomenon:
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Abstract

Introduction. The article theoretically examines the genesis of specific features of such key
pedagogical concepts and categories as ‘education’ and ‘educational space’ in the historical and
philosophical context, adapted to the conditions of multi-vector social challenges of modern reality.
Interest in the problem of the studied phenomena is determined by modern discussions around the
current educational space, the specifics of its self-development in the historical and philosophical
context of research in a rapidly and sometimes unpredictably changing social reality. The purpose of
the article is a historical and philosophical analysis of the essence and existence of the educational
space in the comparative context of sociocultural and cognitive characteristics of society.

Materials and Methods. The methodological basis of the study was formed by historical-
philosophical and systematic approaches. The authors used the principles of flexible rationality in
building theoretical constructs of the phenomena ‘education’ and ‘educational space’. The
methodological value of the study lies in the historical and philosophical analysis of the problems of the
formation of educational space in Antiquity, the Middle Ages, the Enlightenment and the New Age,
which makes it possible to navigate the variety of manifestations of the modern educational environment.
Methods used by the authors include: comparative-historical, deductive, chronological, generalization
and analysis.

Results. The main results lie in the historical and philosophical analysis of the essence and
existence of educational space and the disclosure of its specific characteristics in the comparative
context of the socio-cultural characteristics of education, which allows to interpret the education itself

as a unity of the process and result of the development and appropriation by the individual of general
forms of interaction with the objects of reality and themselves that have been developed by the
community and anchored in the culture.

The study shows that the educational area of the Middle Ages absorbed a symphony of
theological, philosophical and scientific knowledge in the true sense. During that time, scientific
knowledge was pushed into the background compared to the knowledge of God and the soul. The authors
established the idea that the evolving educational space, responding to the challenges of the time,
determines the subject of education, i. e. in the womb of subject-subject and subject-object relationships.
The authors highlight the relevant issues of the phenomenon of educational space as a complex, self-
evolving system functioning as a significant sphere of social life. The educational space in the Age of
Enlightenment begins to actively differentiate itself from layers of social spaces, as everyone realizes
that through education, the process of deobjectification and objectification occurs in the human mind.
One of the projections of modernity predictions is the transformation of education in postmodern society
and the transition from the broadcasting and facilitating function of education to a mediating one.

Conclusions. The authors have identified specific features of the genesis of the concepts of
‘space’, ‘education’, and ‘educational space’ in the comparative context of the historical and
philosophical paradigm of the sociocultural characteristics of society and the role of education in it.
The main content of the problem of the educational space as a societal phenomenon that is in a
development and evolution situation together with society and the epoch is generalized. The position is
justified that in the philosophical discourse, which is woven from people's cognitive actions and
interpersonal communication, the educational space exhibits a developmental logic not only
ontologically but also epistemologically, creating a unigue phenomenon - educational environments in
which its social criteria and meanings are formed and implemented. It was shown that the educational
space reflects the structural coexistence and interaction of all possible educational systems, their
components, educational events, for the existence of which the epoch is able to create conditions. It is
noted that the educational space is an open system subject to dissipative processes, the emergence of
new structures and the destruction of those that are energetically unable to maintain their existence.

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The study of the personification of the actor as a psychological phenomenon

Abstract

Introduction. The article addresses the problem of ensuring the personification of the individual
in the conditions of preparing for professional career. The aim of the study is to identify the main
structural components of personification and to clarify their role in the transformation of the internal
structure of the personality that determines the social and professional success of the actor (the subject
of the activity).

Materials and Methods. The methodological basis of the study was V. A. Petrovsky’s conception
of personalization and the conception of personification by A. B. Orlov, as well as the theory of
psychological science, which considers a person as an active subject capable of self-determination and
self-improvement. The main approaches to the scientific analysis were the subject-activity and system
ones. The research methods included theoretical and methodological analysis of scholarly literature,
the author's interpretation of the basic provisions of the concepts of personalization and personification,
methods of design, modeling, specification and classification, generalization and prognostics.

Results. Based on the deep essence and psychological nature of personification, the authors
identified three basic semantic components of this phenomenon and justified the content of each of them.
It was established that the identified components of personification provide the formation of such new
psychological formations as personality traits that determine full functioning of the personality and its
professional and personal self-efficacy as a subject of activity. The interrelations between the
components of personification and personality characteristics that ensure its full functioning were
revealed. As a result of the research, a matrix of personification subject was constructed, which
comprehensively reflects the integral abilities of the individual, ensuring social and professional success
of the subject of activity.
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Conclusions. Personification as an integral characteristic of individual psychological traits of a
person ensures the stability of subjectivity, individuality and identity of personality — new psychological
formations that make it possible to consider this phenomenon as an internal leading activity in
enhancing social maturity by fulfilling personal potential and excessive social and professional activity
of the subject. In the conditions of professional preparation in a new personalized format of education,
where the main driving force is the personality of the student, it is important to form such properties
that will ensure the professional and personal productivity of the actor. It is the personification of the
individual that is the most important predictor of the socio-professional success of the actor in the
conditions of preparation for professional activity. The study showed that the personification of
personality is constructive and can serve as a psychological basis for a comprehensive study of the
subject of activity, their self-development and self-fulfiliment.

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Abstract

Introduction. The article presents an overview of research investigations on the problem of
improving the efficiency of university educational process through the integration of secondary
vocational and higher educational institutions. The purpose of the article is to identify the specifics of
the impact of using the model of integration of secondary vocational and higher educational institutions
on increasing the level of students’ professional motivation.

Materials and Methods. The study has been conducted on the basis of a theoretical analysis and
generalization of scholarly literature on the impact of using the model of integration of secondary
vocational and higher educational institutions on increasing the level of students’ professional
motivation. The empirical data were collected via experimental methods of educational research
including test for evaluating the motivation for teaching called ‘Motivation for labor activities’ by K.
Zamfir modified by A. Rean. Methods of mathematical statistics were used in order to process the
empirical data (U-Mann-Whitney criterion).

Results. The authors described an educational model for the integration of secondary vocational
and higher educational institutions. The core of integration is a secondary vocational educational
program in Supplementary education implemented in the conditions of a higher educational institution.
The study identified the advantages and disadvantages of such collaboration, described the possibilities
of modeling the curriculum for training mid-level specialists, taking into account the involvement of higher
education disciplines. The results of a pilot experiment on implementing the program in Supplementary
education in the conditions of higher educational institution were presented. The authors substantiated
the positive impact of using the integration model of secondary vocational and higher educational
institutions on increasing students’ professional motivation.

Conclusions. The authors conclude that the model of integration of secondary vocational and
higher educational institutions provides a positive trend in increasing the level of students’ professional
motivation. The results presented in the work can be used to improve the efficiency of educational process
at the university.
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Abstract

Introduction. The COVID-19 pandemic (hereinafter referred to as the ‘pandemic’) caused many
countries’ educational systems to temporarily switch to online instruction, with no time to prepare
teachers, students and learning materials. This study is aimed at tracing the changes in motivational
behavior to study English as a foreign language (EFL) of ten first-year Russian undergraduates
majoring in Physical Education and Sports (they experienced face-to-face learning which was abruptly
changed into the online mode).

Materials and Methods. For this purpose, Interpretative Phenomenological Analysis (IPA) of
semi-structured interviews with the targeted (non-randomized) homogeneous sample of students was
conducted. Using a bottom-up analysis, the codes were cataloged to identify some patterns.

Results. It was found that students were generally positive about online learning and their
motivation to learn EFL remained positive. The following themes were revealed: 1. Positive feeling
towards English course at university; 2. Having the image of their L2 selves with English as a means of
obtaining important professional information; 3. Being motivated by group-mates and other students’
progress in English language acquisition; 4. Feeling positive about the move to online instruction as
more diverse authentic materials are available in the classroom; 5. Becoming more independent in
learning.

Conclusions. The researchers conclude that while students were generally positive about
distance learning, their EFL motivation was affected as the direct drivers had changed. After entering
the university, students were motivated by direct factors of influence — their former classmates and their
new groupmates’ progress in learning English. After switching to online learning, these factors were
substituted by understanding their own value as independent learners, since students had to be more
active in finding and processing learning materials.
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The attitude to the English language as a means of getting professional information remained
unchanged and stable. Linguistic competence is understood as an advantage in their future career, and
not as a means of direct communication. A positive attitude towards online learning is based on its
practical benefits (time saved on the way to university, more comfortable learning from home, etc.).
Fears and insecurities associated with problems in teaching Physical Education online during the
pandemic do not affect their attitude and motivation to study other academic subjects.

Introduction

Due to the spread of the COVID-19
pandemic which started on a large scale in the
spring of 2020 the majority of educational
establishments all over the world faced the
strongest necessity to contribute to the stop of the
pandemic by temporarily closing face-to-face
instruction in favor of the distant mode ! .
It inevitably became a challenge for most of them
as even being somehow integrated into the
process of distance learning in most countries
educational managers and authorities were not
prepared to make all the process distant.

Russia, as many other countries
(0. V. Chyzhykova 2021; L. Choi & S. Chung,
2021; E. Drugova et al., 2021; M. Lychuk et al.,
2021 [1; 2; 3; 4]), witnessed the two periods of
quarantine when teachers had to organize
instruction using various online platforms without
being given any time to adapt their learning
materials. Generally Russian universities do not
use distance learning in full (only for realizing
some course in particular circumstances of an
educational institution), so this dramatic change
became quite an unexpected challenge for the
system of higher education (N. Cowie, 2021,
L. Efriana, 2021; S. N. Lee, C. Ogawa, 2021;
L. R.Octaberlina, A. 1. Muslimin, 2020;

The researchers agree upon the principal
barriers to use distant instruction, which are
insufficient  technical  facilities, both at
universities and students” accommaodations; lack
of instructors’ ICT-skills and the absence of
methodical and technical support (O. Babelyuk
et al., 2021; O. E. Chernovaetal., 2021 [10; 11]).

The research is focused on tracing the
influence of these pandemic restrictions on
students’ motivation to learn EFL. In the strict
sense the motivation of first-year university
students, majoring in Physical Education who had
the experience of face-to-face learning and distant
learning of English during the pandemic was
researched. As a matter of fact, foreign language
is not regarded as a core subject for students,
majoring in PE, and the results of such research
would be informative for both understanding the
general nature of their EFL motivation and the
shifts in it provoked by the pandemic challenges.
The research was based on using Interpretative
Phenomenological Analysis (referred as IPA
hereinafter) and L2 motivational self-system
theory by Dornyei (Z. Dérnyei, E. Ushioda, 2011
[12]). The research question What was the
influence of unexpected distance learning

Regarding motivation as a complex of
intrinsic  (academic and professional) and
extrinsic (having social nature) motifs?, it is
necessary to state that the interdependence
between the high level of students’ motivation
and foreign languages learning is a well-
elaborated research issue (A. B. Setiyadi et al.,
2019; A. H. Al-Hoorie, 2017; A. Mendoza,
H. Phung, 2019; A. A. S. Alshahrani, 2016;
Z. Dornyei, K. Csizér, N. Németh, 2006 [13; 14;
15; 16; 17]). The relevance of this research is
aimed at finding out how motivation is connected
with the methods of presenting instruction
(traditional face-to-face or online instruction) and
with the usage of technology.

When contrasting online and traditional
classroom EFL learning, researchers state that
63,9 % of students pointed to some problems in
understanding the new material; while 45,1 % of
them, on the contrary, emphasize the new
opportunities to study languages online
(I. Yu. Starchikova, 2021 [18]). University
students mark the following advantages of online
language learning as studying from home; wider
range of ways to learn the new material and
bettering their listening skills. As for
disadvantages, they say about the absence of
social contacts, of interaction with other students
and instructors in order to exchange their ideas
and experience. They also told about health risks
because of the technologies affection (eyesight,
posture) and about limited opportunities to speak
foreign languages during the classes (because of
the limited facilities of online platforms)
(B. Klimova et al., 2021 [19]).

The experience of using different digital
learning platforms and technologies to study

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foreign languages is described in numerous
research works from all over the world (L. Choi,
S.Chung, 2021, E.Drugova et al., 2021,
M. Lychuk et al., 2021; [2; 3; 4]). Generally,
researchers give positive response to their
application (flexibility to adapt to various
educational needs; curricula; the opportunities to
involve most of students to the educational
process. At the same time researchers are
interested in feedback issues and the ways to hold
students accountable (O. V. Chyzhykova, 2021,
E. Drugova et al., 2021; M. Lychuk et al., 2021
[1; 3; 4]).

Such ICT as virtual game strategies
(R. D.Pinto et al., 2021 [20]), web-quests
(M. V. Rybakova, 2021 [21]) and visual content
(T. 1. Golubeva et al., 2021 [22]) in EFI learning
are also rated rather high as they allow to make
learning process more individualized, contribute
to motivation by using authentic learning
materials and activate individual students™ work
to find, select, process and take in necessary
information.

Though all general aspects of EFL
motivation seem to be deeply researched, there
are just a few research materials dealing with how
motivational sphere was influenced by the
COVID-19 pandemic in general and devoted to
Physical Education students EFL motivation in
particular. The two research works on the intrinsic
and extrinsic motivation to EFL learning during
the pandemic, which were published so far, state
that intrinsic motifs (such as upgrading self-
capacity and English performance) prevail over
the extrinsic ones (of which the principal is
positive opinion about people who speak English)
(P. Subakthiasih et al., 2020; F. Suraya et al.,
2021 [23; 24]). The research by F. Suraya,
S. Rahayu, M. Mohamed, A. M. D. Mohamed,
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M. Anggrahini is subjected on sports exchange
students who participated in UNNES exchange
program (it includes 11 universities from five
countries — Thailand, Malaysia, Indonesia,
Singapore and the Philippines) but it is worth
saying that exchange students are initially more
motivated to study English since they consider it
to be a means of getting new knowledge
(F. Suraya et al., 2021 [24]). The situation with
the EFL motivation of university students,
majoring in PE can be absolutely different as
English is not a core subject for them at all.
Besides, in the unexpected surroundings, created
by the pandemic, the status of their major subject
— Physical Education is described as the critical
one. Being a very specific subject in the sense of
its expressiveness, the need for physical presence,
contact, collaborative learning and sports
equipment, PE was severely marginalized and
limited within this abrupt shift to online
instruction (M. Kim, 2021; D. Hortigiiela-Alcala
et al., 2022 [25; 26]. It seems that this fact could
influence students” motivation to study such
supporting subjects as English.

In connection with the above, we set the
goal of identifying the changes in motivational
behavior to study English as a foreign language
(EFL) of ten university first-year students from
Russia (as they experienced face-to-face learning
which was abruptly changed into the online
mode).

Methods

Research Design

The choice was justified by the necessity of
detailed understanding of the subject which is
possible to obtain only from profound direct
talking with people and listening to their
impressions. IPA is wused when settings
(circumstances) have to be understood as well
(which is primarily for our research) and for
researching “timely topics” (Cresswell, 2013,
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p. 68 [27]). In some IPA theories, the participants
are called “experiential experts” [Noon, 2018,
p. 75]. When talking about learning experience it
is always explored from the people who
experienced the phenomenon being under the
study (face-to-face and online learning) since it is
based on asking the two main questions:

1) What have you experienced in terms of
the phenomenon (the shift from face-to-face to
online learning)?

2) What situations have influenced (or
affected) your experience of the phenomenon?
(Cresswell, 2013, p.81 [27]). The questions
which were asked to the participants came from
these two guidelines; therefore, researchers could
then discover both general and unique themes
from them (E. J. Noon, 2018 [28]).

Participants and data collection

Ten first-year University students of
Tyumen State University, Russia (4 women and
6 men, the average age of 17-18 years old),
majoring in Physical Education, participated in
this study. The sampling was caused by their
being group-mates. The reason for the choice of
these participants was their experience both in
face-to-face and online training received. This
allowed them to evaluate more accurately the
quality of materials delivery and technology
usage they had acquired. The first part of their
English course was taken in the classroom (only
two weeks) and the second part online, due to the
COVID-19 quarantine.

The University's institutional review board
granted permission to conduct this study and all
of the participants were previously informed and
consented. Each of the participants was
interviewed by the researchers via Microsoft
Teams video-calls for about 25 minutes. The
questions, that were asked during the interview,
ae given in the end of the article. The interviews
were audio-recorded and transcribed verbatim
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later on. To support anonymity all the

participants’ names were coded.

Data Analysis

The following steps were fulfilled to carry
out the research: (1) multiple reading transcripts;
(2) annotating and color-coding transcripts and
(3) synthesizing for common themes. The
participants were welcome to review their
transcripts both to correct them if it is necessary
and to provide the data accuracy. According to
IPA theoreticians some idea is classified as a main
theme if there are about eleven participants and at
least five of them speak of it (E. J. Noon, 2018
[28]). This proportion was the principal for this
research. Further, if at least four of the
participants told about the same thing, it was
considered a sub-theme.

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Theme 1 Feeling positive to the University
course of English (10 text extracts in total)

When being asked about their experience of
studying English at the university all ten
participants described it as “informative”, “full of
up-to-date professional information” and ‘helping
in learning other subjects”.

Participant 2: What | like is that now | feel
more confident using English in chat-rooms and
social media with foreigners.

Participant 4: | liked learning English both at
school and here — at the university; | am good at it.

Participant 7: | was very surprised when it
became clear that our university English classes
were full of interesting contents about PE and
sports.

Participant 10: 1 like it that our English
course is based on the material which is directly
connected with the major subject (Physical
Education).

It is obvious that interdisciplinary character
of the English course helps not only to stimulate
their cognitive interests but provides interest to
the language itself. It corresponds to the results of
the scientific research by Y. Zhurat, N. Davydyuc
and M. Oliynyk, who came to the conclusion that
modelling typical situations of professional and
every day communication on different topics
helps a lot (Y. Zhurat et al., 2019 [29]). X. Du,
J. Jackson also proved that using English as a
didactic means contribute to developing EFL
learning motivation (X. Du, J. Jackson, 2018

[30]).

Theme 2 Having the image of their L2
selves (9 text extracts in total)

Nine participants gave some glimpses of
their ideal L2 selves which seem to be connected
with their professional career.

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Participant 2: | would try to take part in
some international competitions (as a volunteer
at least) and speaking English will be of great
help.

Participant 5: The strongest motivation for
me is to be able to speak English with my Internet
friends and in the future I would like to meet them
face to face in real life.

Participant 7: Most of my former class-
mates either speak good English or take some
individual lessons of it, so | just do not want to lag
behind.

Participant 9: I would like to travel a lot to
different countries to study yoga practices.

Using Dornyei and Ushioda (Z. Dornyei,
E. Ushioda, 2011 [12]) L2 motivational self-
system theory it can be stated that these images of
their ideal L2 selves will contribute to the
formation of their L2 speaking selves. I. A. Kodzi,
M. Oketch, M. W. Ngware, M. Mutisya and
E. N. Nderu researched social contacts of
teenagers as predictors of their academic progress
in EFL learning (I. A. Kodzi et al., 2014 [31]).

Sub-theme 2a English is a means of
important professional information (4 text
extracts in total)

Participant 3: English broadens my
opportunities as a fitness trainer as I like to follow
some celebrities” personal trainers on social
media to have a look at their training sessions and
workouts.

Participant 8: I think I will be using English
in my future studies — to make my term and final
university research works more informative using
foreign sources.

It should be mentioned that more
participants regard the language as a mean of
getting professional knowledge rather than using
it in private life (travelling abroad, for instance).
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It can be explained by the fact that they live in a
remote region of Russia and mostly do not
consider their chances to actively use English in
everyday life as being high enough. This
interconnection between socioeconomic status of
a learner and his motivational behavior (the lower
the status is the higher motivation learners
demonstrate) is explored in the research by
H. W. Shin and Y. So (H. W. Shin, Y. So, 2017

[32]).

Theme 3 Feeling motivated by group-
mates and other students progress in English (9
text extracts in total)

Being surrounded by much more peers at
the university than at school stimulates their
desire to have the same skills (in foreign
languages as well).

Participant 2: | wanted to make friends with
some girls in my group and they were very
motivated at our English classes.

Participant 4: | made friends with some
students majoring in English and was much
impressed with their speaking skills.

Participant 5: The two of my group-mates
were offered by our English language instructor
to make some research work and | would like to
do it as well.

Participant 6: At the very beginning
I regarded myself as the least skilled student of
the English class and just wanted to be like my
group-mates.

This peers’ influence on EFL learning
motivation is deeply researched in some works of
Y. G. Batler and her coauthors (Y. G. Butler, V.-
N. Le, 2019 [33]) who established that this
influence becomes stronger in senior teenage
period.
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Theme 4 Feeling positive to the change to
online instruction (7 text extracts in total)

The abrupt and unexpected change to online
instruction by means of Microsoft Teams turned
out to have a number of advantages for students.

Participant 1: | always felt sleepy especially
at the first class as I have to get up quite early, but
now | have an extra hour of sleep.

Participant 5: | think it to be so modern and
trendy to be able to get everything necessary for
my studies staying in.

Participant 7: | felt homesick and since |
had an opportunity to get back home after the
quarantine was announced | felt very
comfortable.

Participant 8: Now I do not have to do every
home assignment late at night as | have more time
in the morning.

Feeling some comfort even in an absolutely
new context seems to be positive for being
motivated to study. The interdependence of
positive emotions and EFL learning motivation
was regarded and confirmed by the results of
M. Papi and Y. Teimouri (M. Papi, Y. Teimouri,
2012 [34]). It is also worth mentioning that their
fears and uncertainty about PE teaching during
the pandemic (D. Hortigiiela-Alcala et al., 2022
[26]) do not apparently influence on their attitude
and motivation to study other subjects online.

Sub-theme 4a Having more diverse
authentic materials at classes (4 text extracts in
total)

Four  participants  mentioned  that
introducing online instruction via Teams made it
possible for their instructor to use more videos
with well-known sportsmen, trainers and fitness
influencers.
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Participant 6: Our university classrooms
not always have the proper Internet connection
for us to use videos during the classes.

Participant 8: It was great to have virtual
excursions to the best fitness clubs of the world
and to listen to great trainers; with the assistance
of my English language instructor | was able to
understand their English speech.

Theme 5 Becoming more independent in
studies (7 text extracts in total)

Most of participants declared improving
their time-management skills and the absolutely
new for them experience of searching for most
necessary learning materials by themselves.

Participant 3: | had always had a problem
of procrastinating because at school | had
teachers to control all the deadlines but now I had
to manage everything by myself not to lag behind.

Participant 4: | am quite good at computers
and | had a chance to show both to my
groupmates and my instructor this superiority
when it was necessary to find some interesting
information.

Participant 6: | had experience of not only
finding information for my English classes but
also of processing (choosing the most suitable)
materials written in the foreign language.

This shift is even more important in the
context of most instructors™ being not ready with
changing their traditional academic materials to
use them in online practice (O. E. Chernovaet al.,
2021 [11]).

It must be stated that the results of this
research cannot be generally extrapolated as the
number of participants is small (the procedure of
IPA was chosen exactly because the general
character was not the subject of this research).
Another limitation can come from the fact that all
the participants are majoring in PE and English is
not their core subject. It might be opposed that
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such students are rarely intrinsically highly-
motivated to learn languages. But the main goal
of applying IPA in this context is describing these
very students” learning experience in order to
understand if their attitude to EFL had changed
because of the online instruction during the
pandemic.

As for the perspectives of further studies in
the field, mention must be made that
notwithstanding the thorough exploration of the
EFL learning motivation, the new reality implies
quite a lot of dramatic changes, concerning
motivational behavior of students (depending on
their major subject and how its instruction
changed because of online mode); means of
developing students” motivation to study
languages online and their learning independence
as well. Besides, technical facilities of online
platforms and applications for learning foreign
languages are to be discovered and analyzed yet.

Recommendations

Teachers and university instructors remain
the main “motivators” for their students even in
this “new after-pandemic reality” which means
that it is due to them to maintain students” interest
to language learning (M.-A. Maican,
E. Cocorada, 2021 [35]) as many researchers
(Y. Zhurat et al., 2019 L. K. Fryer, M. Ainley,
2019; [29; 36]) agree upon the interdependence
between students” interest to the subject and their
cognitive confidence and academic progress.
Being in the situation of unexpected sudden
changes, most of teachers did not have any
experience of conducting online classes, using
special learning platforms and converting their
learning materials to be suitable for online
teaching. Many researchers now are concentrated
on their efforts to realize barriers, fears and
challenges both teachers and students have
survived (L. Choi, S. Chung, 2021; E. Drugova
et al., 2021 [2; 3] for PE teachers™ and students
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practices as well (M. Kim et al., 2021,
D. Hortigiiela-Alcala et al., 2022 [25; 26]). But
the principal effort is how to take all the benefits
online education can offer — whether for teachers
(unlimited didactic and information facilities) or
for students (becoming more independent and
proactive) (M. Lychuk et al., 2021; O. Lazorak et
al., 2021 [4; 37)).

Conclusions

Thanks to applying IPA analysis, it became
clear that.

1) Initially (after entering the university and
having a few weeks of traditional face-to-face
studies) students were primarily motivated both
by their ex school class-mates and their progress
in English and by their new closest social
surrounding in the students™ group. The influence
of peers and competition formed their
motivational behavior because these were the
direct factors of influence. After the university
had to introduce online studies, these factors of
affection were changed by understanding their
own value as independent learners as students
were to be more proactive in searching and
processing learning materials.
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2) What remained unchanged and stable is
considering English as a means of extracting
professional  information  and  linguistic
competence as a benefit for their future career
rather than a means of direct communication.
Mention should be made here that the participants
live in a remote region of Russia and lack the
direct contacts with foreigners. Their English
language practice is limited by social network
friends from abroad so far.

3) Researching these definite students’
learning experience during the pandemic, it was
interesting to know that their generally positive
attitude to online instruction was grounded on the
fact of its practical comfort (saving time on the
way to the university, feeling more comfortable
because of studying from home etc.).

It is hoped that the results of this IPA
research will be of use for the ones who deal with
pandemic-related EFL motivational issues in their
research work and for the specialists in PE and
sports to better understand the shifts their students
have to survive in their educational practice.

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Abstract

Introduction. The paper investigates peculiar features of the ecosystem approach to teaching
foreign languages at university. The aim of the study is to summarize the ideas about the ecosystem in
modern educational conceptions and language research, in the practice of implementing models of
effective foreign language teaching.

Materials and Methods. The author applies a systematic approach to the analysis of the concept
‘ecosystem’ being under consideration in modern educational research investigations, a scientific
approach to substantiating the ecological views on investigating language skills, and an empirical
approach to describing conditions of effective foreign language learning environment.

Results. Summarizing the data obtained, the author has formulated the main principles of the
ecosystem approach to foreign language teaching at university. Firstly, the educational ecosystem is
centered around the learning situation with actively interacting students and their teacher. Secondly,
the learning situation is gradually modeled by the teacher for each type of speech activity, taking into
account the language proficiency and experience of students. Thirdly, teacher’s didactic and
organizational competence consributes to interactions among students with indirect teacher’s
intervention, as well as to learner autonomy and development of students outside the classroom.
Fourthly, learning materials, corresponding to abilities and interests of students and mobile devices
help students construct and navigate informative educational language environment.

Conclusions. The article concludes that principles of ecosystem approach should be the basis of
creating a new educational environment and designing a new educational model of teaching foreign
languages at university.

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Abstract

Introduction. This article focuses on development prospects of preparing future teachers for
intercultural interaction in conditions of accelerated learning.

The aim of the study is to identify the core development prospects for preparing future teachers
for intercultural interaction in conditions of accelerated learning.

Materials and Methods. The study followed a systematic approach, the implementation of which
made it possible to comprehensively consider a specific precedent, identify its components, and
determine the significance of each component that ensures the integrity of the precedent under
consideration. The authors used analysis of scholarly literature and research results as the main
research method.

Results. The theoretical analysis of the scholarly literature allowed the authors to arrive at the
following research results. Firstly, the authors substantiated the role of two research methods that are
supposed to form the basis of comparative analysis (the method of precedents and the method of expert
assessments). Secondly, the authors established conceptual foundations for designing a model of
accelerated learning in the process of teacher preparation, based on the equal status of cultures, which
is based on the dialogue of cultures. The authors emphasize the importance of studying emerging
practices in each region, considered as possible precedents.
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So, as an example, the experience of the Pedagogical Institute in Ludwigsburg, which has
developed practices for preparing teachers for intercultural interaction, is proposed (examples of
disciplines, types of teaching internships that are actively used in the process of teacher education are

provided).

Conclusions. The authors have proposed and clarified the prospects for the development of
teachers’ preparation for intercultural interaction in the context of accelerated learning. They include
the implementation of new methods and designing a model of accelerated learning within the process
of teacher education. The results obtained can become the basis for further study of the problem of
preparing highly qualified educators in the conditions of accelerated learning. Materials and results of
this research can be used to develop programs aimed at preparing future teachers for intercultural

interaction in multicultural regions.

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Ethnic culture most fully finds its
manifestation in the national character, it is
understood as the system of attitudes, values and
beliefs of members of an ethnic community, a
way of regulating intra-cultural values, which
must be taken into account when studying the
specific system of perception of culture bearers.

The question arises: how to organize the
teachers’ education process for intercultural
interaction under the existing conditions, taking
into account the specificity of ethno-cultural
processes in the region?® (I. A. Bazhina [10], etc.)

Certainly, there are quite a lot of problems
in every multicultural region: “Some problems are
invariant, characteristic of any multicultural
region. However, there are also problems of a
variable nature, caused by the ethno-cultural
peculiarities of the nationalities within the
region's population. The invariant problems are
usually solved at the state level within the
framework of the implementation of educational
policy, therefore, we turn to the analysis of
possible strategies to cope with variable problems
of a multicultural region by pedagogical means”
(V.G. Lysenko [11]). We also take this position,
agreeing with the point of view of the following

research, identifying new precedents of different
regions and countries.

Nowadays, the Russian education system is
faced with a crucial issue of implementing
conditions for accelerated learning, which is due
to the fact that the organizational structures
providing the educational process cannot prevent
the growth of social and ethnic tensions, ensure
productive interaction between people with
different target value orientations, ethno-cultural
traditions, styles and lifestyles, are not fully
capable of preparing a teacher for intercultural
learning.

The idea of accelerated learning affects the
motivation of students, the development of
cognitive interests in professional pedagogical
activity because of training at a high level of
difficulty, an increase in the share of theoretical
knowledge, a focus on the individual
development of students, taking into account
ethno-cultural conditionality.

Contemporary Russian educational policy
reflects the complex process of searching for
different ways of transformation in education,
taking into account national values in a
multicultural society* (E. P. Glumova [12], etc.).
Undoubtedly, the experience of different regions,

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their vision of solving such problems under the
conditions of dynamic ethno-cultural processes
are of great importance.

Thus, the purpose of the study is to identify
the essence of the development prospects
indicated by the authors for the preparation of
teachers for intercultural interaction in conditions
of accelerated learning.

Methods

The following materials were used by
authors: the problem of multicultural education
development in the framework of accelerated
learning ° (R. J. Lieber, R. E. Weisberg [4],
J. Stuart, C. Ward [5], G.V. Palatkina [13],
M. N. Pevzner et al. [14], etc.), the analysis of
intercultural training programs® (S. A. Pisareva,
A. P. Tryapitsyna [15], etc.), research on the
problem of preparing educators for intercultural
interaction (J. Zajda and S. Majhanovich [7],
E. Kneinetal. [8], K. Yiet al. [9], etc.).

We chose the systemic approach as the
leading one for the purposes of the present
research. It is an approach in which any system
(object) is considered as a set of interconnected
elements (components) that has an output (goal),
an input (resources), a connection with the
external  environment, and a feedback
(S. A. Pisareva, A.P. Tryapitsyna [15]). Its
essence is to implement the requirements of the
general theory of systems, according to which
each object in the process of its research should
be considered as a large complex system and
simultaneously as an element of a more general
system. The system is considered as self-
organizing, characterized by integrity and relative

separation. The systematic approach allows us to
model the interaction of subjects in socio-cultural
systems, to identify the nature and determine the
value basis of community.

For our research, the systematic approach is
particularly significant, since it allows us to
explain the specific mechanisms of the integrity
of the object and to present a complete typology
of its connections in an operational form, i. e. to
show the connections as logically homogeneous,
allowing direct comparison and comparison. We
consider the teachers’ education for intercultural
interaction as a system — a set of components
determining  the  effectiveness of  the
implementation of this process as its components.
The processes of globalization that occur in
modern society are focused on the use of a
systematic approach, since the openness of social
systems and their integration into the world
community affects educational activities.

The literature review consists of a
theoretical and empirical review of the literature.
The theories reviewed in this paper serve the
purpose of explaining the problem of study. The
empirical studies lend support to the theories,
propose alternate suppositions, and highlight the
need for further study.

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First, we suppose it is important to clarify
the concept of “multicultural” in education
under the conditions of accelerated learning

We adhere to the point of view that the
concept of “multicultural” is based on the
dialogue of cultures. First of all, it more
characterizes the socio-cultural goals of modern
education; secondly, it is more often used in the
world scientific terminology; thirdly, it is
important to talk about the constant multiplication
of educational tasks, conditioned by both
quantitative  (population  migration)  and
qualitative (growth of national self-consciousness
contributes to the preservation and development
of ethnic cultures) changes (M. Sahal et al. [16],
M. Diir et al. [17]).

Now, it is difficult to talk about existing in
practice multicultural education’ (G. V. Palatkina
[13], M. N. Pevzner et al. [14], A. A. Stenischeva
[18], B. Doucette et al. [19], P. Karacsony et al.
[20], etc.) and, consequently, teachers' readiness
for intercultural interaction (especially in
conditions  of intensifying  ethnocultural
processes).

positive experience of the one region is not always
used in another due to the low level of
cooperation. In such situation “a person finds
themselves on the border of cultures when he
faces two most important problems: preservation
of his cultural identity and adaptation in a
multicultural environment”
(S. V. Khristoforova®). At the same time, both the
representatives of the infiltrated side and the
representatives of the receiving side experience
the problems of self-identification, self-identity
and belonging to their own socio-cultural group.
“Sociocultural identity is usually associated
with cultural tradition (certain cultural patterns,
institutions, norms, values, ideas, customs, rituals,
etc.), mainly with the cultural heritage transmitted
from generation to generation through language
and reproduced in certain societies and social
groups for quite a long time” (V. A. Kozyrev,
N. F. Radionova®). Moving to a country with
another language does not mean, however,
exclusion of a native language from one's life, as
the possibility of adaptation is minimal when a
person forgets the national culture in the
environment of which he or she was brought up
and realized themselves as a person. Only having
kept intact the traditions of the national culture,
they will be accepted in another culture, passing
all the links of dialogic intensiveness in the eyes

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of others: from “it” (“other”, “alien”) to the unity
of “I” — the speaker and the listener, interlocutors,
a special role in it is played by education. In such
an understanding, the ideas of anticipatory
education should be reflected in new visions
regarding the process of preparing teachers for
intercultural interaction, i.e. finding new
precedents and justifying their role, significance,
and necessity in regional practice.

Secondly, the analysis of intercultural
training programs is also important

Here are some examples of the educational
programs of the Ludwigsburg Pedagogical
Institute in Baden-Wiirttemberg (not yet
considered as a complete precedent, but
identifying possible established practices for
analysis and evaluation, which we took for
analysis as a university with great practices of
preparing teachers for intercultural interaction).

The Ludwigsburg Teacher Training
Institute has developed special information
materials — “Guide to Modules at the University”
(Wegweiser  Studieren und  Lehren in
Ludwigsburg: Modulhandbuch und
Personalverzeichnis), which provides a list of
disciplines that students need to master, the credit
points that a student will receive when mastering
a particular discipline. The University Handbook
includes contact persons who assist students in
their educational choices for courses. Each
department publishes “University Course Notes”
(Kommentare zu den Lehrveranstaltungen). For
the individual curriculum of a Bachelor's or
Master's degree student, the booklet contains a list
of professional and specialist modules, on the
basis of which the student determines his or her

own individual study plan
(Vorlesungsverzeichnis).
Based on our analysis of the

aforementioned publications, we have identified
the following cycles of educational disciplines.
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The first cycle (mandatory disciplines for students
of all faculties) consists of educational disciplines
that provide the integrity of professional training
for intercultural interaction. In the considered
curriculum of the faculties of the Ludwigsburg
Pedagogical Institute, the following disciplines
are worth highlighting:

—first of all, these are disciplines focused on
the education of tolerance of the student — future
teacher  (“Cultural  Studies”;  “Religion”;
“Tradition, Kultur und Geschichte” — traditions,
culture and history; “Wie das Gespraech zwischen
Christen und Muslimen gelingen kann” — a
dialogue between the Christian and Muslim
worlds; “Die Selbstaendigkeit in Globalization” —
self-determination in a globalized world,;
“Kompetenzen fuer die Zukunft” — competences
for the future);

— an important role is also given to the
programs of the disciplines of psychological and
pedagogical block (“Psychology”, “Pedagogy”,
“Didactics™), the purpose of which is to give
students a certain amount of theoretical
knowledge in the field of pedagogy and
psychology, to form the skills to apply this
knowledge in professional activities when dealing
with various professional situations. Let us make
a remark, noting that not much attention is paid to
the disciplines of intercultural interaction in the
preparation at the Pedagogical University of the
Russian  Federation. In the direction of
“Pedagogical education” in the bachelor's degree
programs, there is a module “Educational
activity”, where students, future teachers, study
the discipline “Ethics of intercultural relations”.
As an optional course, the discipline “Modern
youth extremism” is offered. The only thing is
that the module “Communicative-digital” is being
studied in the direction of “Cultural education”,
where two disciplines are offered — “Intercultural
communications” and “Professional
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communications in the language of the studied
country”.

In the second cycle of disciplines (the
elective ones) the largest group of disciplines are
those aimed at forming students’ knowledge of
different ways to organize work with migrants
(immigrants) (on the example of Ludwigsburg
Pedagogical Institute  ):  “Grundthemen
Interkultureller Paedagogik” multicultural
pedagogy in elementary school; “Social School
Work in Europe” — social work in schools;
“Meeting the challenges of migration and
integration” — problems of migrant integration;
“Werte in Interkulturellen Dialog” — values in
intercultural dialogue; Jugendliche Migranten in
der Hauptschule — migrants in elementary school,;
“Wohn und Lebenbswelt von Schuelern mit
Migrationshintergrund als Bedienung von Lernen
und Foerderung” — support organization for
migrants; “Jugendliche Einwanderer zwischen
zwei Welten” — Children as foreigners among two
worlds; Eine Psychologie der Migration -
Psychology of migrants; “Bildungsungleichheit
und Migration” — Equality in education for
migrants; “Foerderunterricht fuer Kinder und
Jugendliche mit  Migrationshintergrund”
organization of additional lessons for foreign-
phone children; Europadidaktik — European
pedagogy; “Multikulturellen Klassenzimmer” —
multicultural lessons.

The second group includes disciplines
aimed at improving the language training of
students, the formation of skills in bilingual
classes: “Wie viel Grammatik braucht der Mensch
— oder welche?” — How much and what grammar
you need to know; “Sprachfoerderung fuer Kinder
mit  Migrationshintergrund” —  organizing
language support for foreign-phone children;
“Didaktische Modelle und Methoden des Deutsch
— als — Fremdsprachen — und Deutsch — als —
Zweitsprachenunterrichts” — didactic models and
methods of German language learning — bilingual
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lessons;  “Theorien des Erst - und
Zweitspracherwerbs” — first and second language
learning theories; “Individuelle
Sprachfoerderung” — organization of additional
(individual) language learning assistance;
“Moeglichkeit einer Erziehung zur
Mehrsprachigkeit” — multilingualism learning
opportunities.

Familiarizing ourselves with the position of
German educators from the Ludwigsburg
Pedagogical Institute, which we took for analysis,
on the established visions for improving the
process of preparing students (future educators
and their readiness for intercultural interaction), it
should be noted that increasing importance is
given to teaching practice, which aims to expand
and deepen the understanding of the educational
process. In recent decades, there has been a
tendency to increase its duration. Professional and
pedagogical training of future teachers is aimed at
training a teacher-facilitator of the educational
process. The component of assessing the
organization of  multicultural  educational
environment, the formation of multicultural
competence of the students became new in the
content of another type of educational programs —
programs for the organization of pedagogical
practice. The analysis of the existing practices at
the Pedagogical Institute of Ludwigsburg allowed
us to determine the following directions of
pedagogical practices included in the content of
educational programs for teacher training.

The first area is characterized by students’
analysis of the inclusion of facts illustrating the
contributions of ethnic groups in world history in
the educational programs in primary and
secondary educational institutions. Thus, during
the internship in primary and secondary
educational institutions in Baden-Wiirttemberg,
students analyze disciplines that aim to shape the
multicultural competence of students.
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The second area is the students' evaluation
of the possibility of increasing the teaching time
devoted to the study of different cultures (in the
classes, during the Sprechstunde). The study of
culture by German educators primarily correlates
with the study of languages. In this regard,
recently more and more time in the training
process of students has been given to the active
introduction into  educational practice of
additional bilingual courses, the allocation of
more time to study different languages
(Bilingualer Unterricht — bilingual lessons).

The third direction consists in the students'
analysis of various ways to organize social
interaction.

The fourth direction — participation of
students in the design of educational programs
together with university teachers.

Our empirical analysis showed the
following: at the initial stage to the leading forms
of social activity organization it is necessary to
refer preparation of various projects (sometimes
with students of other elementary school),
performance of creative tasks (crosswords,
various games, applique, etc.). Undoubtedly, the
presented list of programs is large. However, the
content of educational programs of the last block
is very small. Moreover, taking into account the
framework law in education, each university and
each region has the right to choose the number of
disciplines, which aim is to form the readiness of
a teacher for intercultural interaction — in this
connection it is difficult to talk about the integrity
and unity of this process. However, the
multiplicity of such programs is interesting - as it
reflects the idea of accelerated learning, opens
new prospects for expanding the range of
domestic ideas in the development of
multicultural education and teacher training for
intercultural interaction.

Thirdly, it is important to emphasize the
importance of analyzing scientific research on the
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problem of preparing educators for intercultural
interaction.

The first thing here is collecting official
statistical data on scientific research related to
changes in higher education in a multicultural
society. It is conditionally possible to distinguish
three directions of conducted comparative
studies. The first group includes studies related to
the organization of the work of higher educational
institutions in  conditions of increasing
ethnocultural processes: optimization of the
process of organization of higher educational
institutions in each land of the country —
optimization of cooperation between higher
educational institutions of the country and the
German Adult Education Institute; optimization
of cooperation between all educational
institutions of the lands / countries; improvement
of quality management in higher educational
institutions.

The studies of the second group are devoted
to solving the problems related to the optimization
of the process of improving students' training for
intercultural interaction: analysis of the problems
of improving the effectiveness of students’
training for intercultural interaction; optimization
of the ways of individual and distance learning.

The third group included studies related to
the optimization of the process of cooperation
between countries within the framework of
sustainable development strategy: optimization of
work on the European studies in the framework of
the problem under study in each land of the
country; optimization of the process on the work
of conferences; improvement of the system of
databanks and the system of statistical surveys.

Data collection on citizens’ surveys
conducted to determine the level of tolerance to
different cultures (Research Data Centre at the
Higher Education Information System HIS,
Hochschul-Informations—System). It is noted that
with the increase in empirical research, the need
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for comparative research (at the state and
international levels) has increased significantly.
Based on the above discussed questions arise,
how to assess the possibility of transferring this
experience to the framework of the Russian
educational environment — to consider this
experience as a certain precedent.

The analysis of the ideas outlined above has
led us to an understanding and awareness of the
possible significance of the following provisions
brought up for discussion.

First, we consider it important to dwell on
the choice of methods for further research. Let us
dwell on the analysis of the two most significant
ones.

The first method is the method of
precedents (from Latin praecedens “preceding”)
— a case or event that took place in the past and
serves as an example or basis for subsequent
actions in the present.

Precedent — a decision on a particular case.
A precedent is a feature of a modeled system (part
of its functionality) through which an individual
can obtain a specific, measurable and desired
result. A precedent corresponds to a separate
component of a system, defines one of its use
cases and describes a typical way an individual
interacts with that system. Variants of use are
usually applied for specification of external
requirements to system taking into account
influence of socio-cultural factors. In this
modeling based on the system under study, it is
important to determine the following: clearly
separate the system from its environment; define
the actors, their interaction with the system and
the expected functionality of the system; define in
the glossary of the subject area concepts related to
a detailed description of the system functionality
(i. e. precedents).

When dealing with variable precedents, it is
important to remember a few simple rules: each
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precedent refers to at least one actor; each
precedent has an initiator; each precedent leads to
a corresponding result. Some foreign researchers
consider precedent (case) as a specification of
sequences of actions (variable sequences and
error sequences) that a system, a subsystem or a
class can carry out while interacting with external
actors. In this case, the precedent describes a
certain integral fragment of the behavior of the
system, the interaction of the system with the
actors, and the case is a separate case. In this case,
the main thing is to establish the correlation of
these concepts and choose the right precedent for
the analysis of a particular region or country.

The second method — the method of expert
evaluations — is a method of organizing work with
specialists — experts and processing the opinions
of experts. These opinions are usually expressed
partly in quantitative and partly in qualitative
form. For decision-making by the method of
expert evaluations a working group is formed,
which organizes the activity of experts united into
an expert commission by order of the decision
maker, which carries out the expertise. Expert
review as a method of research is focused
primarily on the competence and experience of
expert experts. In the process of expertise, a
number of methods are used, with the help of
which the information necessary for system
analysis (comparison, ranking, identification of
the dynamics of certain processes) can be
obtained. The use of this method will make it
possible to evaluate the precedents in question
before implementation into educational practice.

Secondly, we think it is important to outline
the conceptual intent of the model of multicultural
education, within which the teachers’ education
process for intercultural interaction takes place —
to determine, perhaps, new emphases taking into
account the dynamics, continuity and anticipatory
nature of multicultural  education and,
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accordingly, the teachers’ education process for
intercultural interaction itself.

The conditions of diversity and complexity
of modern trends in the development of states,
diversification of international, interpersonal and
international contacts have radically changed the
idea of the essence of intercultural
communication (as a component of intercultural
interaction).

Thus, the goal-oriented focus on the
formation of tolerance and respect for the culture
of the country of the studied language, not
infrequently focusing on a foreign culture,
demonstrated its “advantages” as well, which
contradicted the goals of the new cultural and
educational doctrine of Russia, connected with
the strengthening of civil identity and the creation
of conditions for the education of the future
specialist with values and behavior patterns
traditional for Russian civilization.

Therefore, the monocultural nature of
interaction, when participants adhered to the rules
and norms of the culture in whose language the
dialogue was conducted, finally gave way to
multicultural and intercultural communication,
during which each party shows itself as a full and
equal representative of its culture, in whatever
language the discussion was conducted.

Equal-status  professional intercultural
communication as a component of intercultural
interaction implies an emphasis on the formation
of students' value determinants such as civic
dignity, availability or search for common goals
with partners in the process of professional
intercultural communication, readiness for
rational assistance in solving common tasks,
conducting open and honest professional
negotiations at the international level.

Thus, in particular, the conditions of equal-
status communication determine the adjustment
of the goals and content of the “Foreign
Language” subject, giving greater importance to
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the axiological orientation of this course. In the
course of such educational process it is envisaged
to study peculiarities of foreign-language culture
for equal perception of realities of native and
other cultures and their comparison, formation of
abilities to give balanced, adequate, reasoned
estimations and judgments about representatives
of other cultures and to promote development on
this basis of objectively tolerant attitude to other
culture, religion, system of values.

Accordingly, the target orientation on the
native speaker as a bearer of their cultural,
worldview values and linguistic features as a goal
of foreign language teaching changes, which
contradicts the axiological orientations of equal-
status intercultural communication as a guarantee
of success of professional intercultural
communication and, as a result, intercultural
interaction.

Such reconsideration in favor of the parity
of cultures, undoubtedly, requires the practical
implementation of such a shift in the goal setting
can serve the involvement of strategies and tactics
of equal-status intercultural communication,
proposed by Professor N. V. Baryshnikov et al.
[21] in the educational process. The developed by
him methodological techniques of possession of
ways of the answer to raboulistic strategies of
attacks, equip the students with linguistic means
of ensuring equal-status professional intercultural
communication in the course of the solution of the
target professional task. Open questions remain:
How to meet the challenges of the times and teach
future educators effective means of implementing
intercultural communication and intercultural
interaction? How to teach how to comprehend
another culture without forgetting your own
national identity? How can we create conditions
for increasing the level of citizenship and
patriotism of students while mastering a foreign
language and another culture? How can we
prevent discrimination and, on the contrary,
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promote mutual respect and empathy? One of the
mechanisms of way out of the created situation is
an intercultural dialogue (a dialogue of cultures);
intercultural dialogue is a strategic goal of modern
education (“formation in future teachers of ability
to maintain intercultural dialogue™), intercultural
dialogue is a key principle of the training process:
(“dialogue of cultures” principle), intercultural
dialogue is a pedagogical method (“dialogue of
cultures” method); intercultural dialogue is a
technology (“dialogue of cultures” technology), a
form of teaching (“dialogue of cultures class”).
The implementation of this conceptual idea in the
future is the subject of the following studies.

Conclusions

Within the framework of the present
research the necessity of designing multicultural
education, in which it is possible to solve the
teachers’ education problem for intercultural
interaction in the conditions of specific ethno-
cultural processes in the region in the framework
of accelerated learning is outlined. The authors
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have attempted to show the importance of
studying different precedents, formed within
different regions in order to improve the emerging
experience of teachers’ education for intercultural
interaction. We consider it relevant for this study
to identify two methods which can be used at the
stage of development of multicultural education
(and, accordingly, the process of preparation for
intercultural interaction) — the method of
precedents and the method of expert evaluations,
as well as to highlight some new conceptual
foundations for designing a model of
multicultural education based on the equality of
cultures which is based on the dialogue of
cultures. The above mentioned aspects in the
research are shown as the prospects for the
development of teacher training for intercultural
interaction in the conditions of accelerated
learning. The authors consider them as the main
results of the current research. Further research
will be related to the implementation of the results
obtained in practice.
